Fiscal Year 2001 Performance Highlights
The Administration on Developmental Disabilities (ADD) funds State Councils on Developmental Disabilities to engage in advocacy, capacity building, and systemic change activities on behalf of people with developmental disabilities.  Councils are composed of individuals with disabilities, and parents and family members of people with developmental disabilities, along with representatives of relevant organizations.  These community representatives collaborate with state agencies, policymakers, and the public to plan and implement a statewide network of support that improves the quality of life of individuals with developmental disabilities in the following areas.

Employment: Ensuring the ability to acquire, retain, and advance in paid employment in an integrated community setting.tc "Employment\: Ensuring the ability to acquire, retain, and advance in paid employment in an integrated community setting."

Council outreach, training, and community education efforts in 44 states aided 5,854 adults with developmental disabilities in securing employment of their own choosing.  1,813 businesses in 35 states employed people due to Council assistance.

Education: Facilitating students’ efforts to maximize their educational potential, benefit from educational activities, and participate in all facets of student life.tc "Education\: Facilitating students’ efforts to maximize their educational potential, benefit from educational activities, and participate in all facets of student life."

As a result of Council intervention in 19 states, 37,588 infants and young children have the services they need to receive an integrated, equal education.  Councils coordinated the supports necessary to enable 258,691 students in 30 states to achieve their educational goals.

Housing: Promoting equal access to and use of community housing and housing supports and services, including assistance related to renting, owning, or modifying an apartment or home.tc "Housing\: Promoting equal access to and use of community housing and housing supports and services, including assistance related to renting, owning, or modifying an apartment or home."

4,013 people are now living in homes of their choice due to Council intervention in 32 states.  Councils empowered 701 individuals in 17 states to move out of institutions and into homes within a community.

Health Care: Assuring equal, integrated access to health, dental, mental health, and other human and social services.

Councils helped 28,231 people in 25 states to acquire essential health services, and 27 Councils trained 8,899 people as health care providers.

Self-Determination: Advancing the efforts of individuals with developmental disabilities and their families to make personal decisions, to exercise control over the assistance they receive, and to develop the public policies that affect them.tc "Self-Determination\: Advancing the efforts of individuals with developmental disabilities and their families to make personal decisions, to exercise control over the assistance they receive, and to develop the public policies that affect them."

44,255 people gained greater authority over the services and supports they receive as a result of 49 Councils’ activities.  Councils supported 4,000 people in 41 states in attaining membership on public and private bodies and boards, enabling them to facilitate policy change via self-advocacy.

Community Inclusion: Encouraging the presence and participation of individuals with developmental disabilities in social, educational, work, and community activities.

· Councils worked with individuals, neighborhood organizations, and policy makers in 38 states to help 32,679 people become respected, contributing members of their communities.  Councils improved the accessibility of 2,424 buildings and public accommodations in 24 states, and trained 7,768 people in 24 states in long-term care.
