Fiscal Year 2001 Performance Highlights
The Administration on Developmental Disabilities (ADD) funds Protection & Advocacy Agencies (P&As) in each state and territory to uphold and advance the civil and human rights of people with developmental disabilities.  P&As supply their clients with information and referral services, and pursue legal and administrative solutions to challenges they face such as discrimination and isolation from the mainstream of society.  The following list is a partial summary of the ways in which P&As advanced the dignity, equality, self-determination and expressed choices of people with developmental disabilities in Fiscal Year 2001.

Quality of Life (Preventing Abuse & Neglect): Monitoring the services, supports, and assistance provided to individuals with developmental disabilities to ensure their safety and quality of life.tc "Quality of Life (Preventing Abuse & Neglect)\: Monitoring the services, supports, and assistance provided to individuals with developmental disabilities to ensure their safety and quality of life."
· Protection and Advocacy agencies served a total of 23,376 clients in all 57 states and territories.  P&As facilitated environmental changes that increased the safety or welfare of 1,033 people in 44 states, and attained favorable resolutions of 4,881 complaints of abuse in 41 states.

Employment: Ensuring the ability to acquire, retain, and advance in paid employment in an integrated community setting.tc "Employment\: Ensuring the ability to acquire, retain, and advance in paid employment in an integrated community setting."
· Protection & Advocacy agencies in 30 states supported 435 people with developmental disabilities in their efforts to obtain and maintain employment consistent with their interests, abilities, and needs. 

Education: Facilitating students’ efforts to maximize their educational potential, benefit from educational activities, and participate in all facets of student life.tc "Education\: Facilitating students’ efforts to maximize their educational potential, benefit from educational activities, and participate in all facets of student life."
· Protection & Advocacy agencies worked with parents, educators, school administrators, and policy makers in 57 states to ensure that 10,288 students with developmental disabilities gained or maintained access to an array of educational opportunities in their neighborhood schools. 

Health Care: Assuring equal, integrated access to health, dental, mental health, and other human and social services.tc "Health Care\: Assuring equal, integrated access to health, dental, mental health, and other human and social services."

· As a result of Protection and Advocacy agencies’ advice, advocacy training, legal intervention, and other forms of assistance, 2,794 people with developmental disabilities in 49 states obtained access to affordable health care provided by qualified professionals.

Transportation: Promoting equal access to and use of public transportation systems.tc "Transportation\: Promoting equal access to and use of public transportation systems."
· Protection and Advocacy agencies’ efforts to make public transportation systems equally accessible to all resulted in changes that benefited 10,695 people with developmental disabilities in 22 states. 

Personal Decision-Making: Advancing the ability of individuals and their families to be the primary decisionmakers regarding the services and supports they receive.tc "Personal Decision-Making\: Advancing the ability of individuals and their families to be the primary decisionmakers regarding the services and supports they receive."
· P&As assisted 656 people in 43 states in their efforts to obtain greater authority to make their own decisions about fundamental aspects of their lives, such as their choice of guardian and the type of care they receive.

Please note: The outcome measures detailed here form a representative sample of 65 outcome measures listed in P&As’ annual program performance reports.  P&As determine the issue areas and corresponding outcome measures that will best serve the needs of their state’s consumer population.
