Recruitment of Discretionary Grant Reviewers and Panel Chairpersons

The Child Care Bureau (Bureau) is recruiting reviewers and panel chairpersons for its FY 2002 discretionary grant competitions to be held in June, July, and August.  The Bureau will be awarding Early Learning Opportunities Act (ELOA) discretionary grants and Child Care Research (CCR) discretionary grants in one or more priority areas.

Non-federal staff reviewers and chairpersons will receive compensation for their services.  The type and amount of compensation depends on the role performed, type of review, and whether the reviewer or chairperson lives outside the greater metropolitan Washington, DC area.  In general, however, non-federal reviewers and chairpersons will receive a daily fee, airfare, lodging, local travel, and parking.  Once participation in the review process is confirmed by the Bureau, each participant will receive information about the grants competition process and materials describing their approved compensation allowances.
